Next Week: Mar. 17-21 The Principal discusses impending school modernization 

Dear Families and Friends of Rolling Hills, 

Last week an initial meeting with District Office Staff took place to discuss the im-

pending modernization construction work at Rolling Hills. With the passing of Prop C 

in February, the plans for getting the work started are unfolding quickly. Rolling Hills 

is next on the District’s schedule, and the construction staging process will begin in 

April during the week of spring break. At this time the safety fencing will be erected, at 

least eight extension buildings (EBs), storage and construction trailers will be moved on 

site.  

I want to assure you that there will be no noise disturbance during the State testing 

for grades 2 – 5, which begins on April 21. After the State testing window is complete 

in early May the next phase of construction will begin in the lunch area. Temporary 

tents will be erected by the 

multi-purpose room for a 

lunch shelter, while a new 

kitchen and lunch shelter 

are being constructed. The new kitchen will be built adjacent to the present lunch shel-

ter area. This phase of construction will not impact our use of the multi-purpose room 

or playgrounds for the remainder of this school year.   

In June after school is out for the summer, phase 2 will begin. This will require 

the campus to be vacated until August, except for essential personnel (custodians, office 

staff, principal). The office complex and rooms 1 through 8 will be modernized over the 

summer. In addition, the District is working to find suitable temporary facilities for our 

ESS Program, PEARL Center, 

Preschool, Head Start, Califor-

nia Children’s Services, and 

Camp Invention programs for 

the summer. Staff members of 

these programs have been in-

formed of the temporary need for relocation.  As soon as we know the temporary loca-

tions I will get word out to you. In addition, a temporary school office will be set up for 

access in mid-June until we can move back to the regular building, which is scheduled 

to be finished by August 12.  

The LRC and surrounding classrooms will be the first to occupy temporary space in 

the EBs and will begin the 2008-2009 school-year in these spaces. According to the 

schedule, this phase of construction should be completed by mid-November. At this 

time the LRC building will be ready for move-in and Rooms 9 through 16 will then be 

temporarily moved into the EBs.  If all goes according to the proposed schedule the last 

phase of the modernization construction should be completed by mid-February, 2009.  

The plans include upgrading all classrooms, building a new kitchen and lunch area, 

redesigning the office area to include a front door facing the parking lot, improving site 

infrastructure including the HVAC system, and expanding the LRC space. This expan-

sion will result in moving the computer labs into a classroom space in the LRC build-

ing. The Literacy Center will most likely be relocated to EB 25 in order to accommo-

date the expansion of the library space. Regular classrooms will remain in the LRC 

building. Please know that you will be kept up to date throughout the process. 

As a learning community, we will need to be patient and positive throughout the 

construction phases. As we know, schedules do not always go according to plans, and 

therefore timelines may be extended. If we work together and with our children to abide 

by safety guidelines and look forward to the end products, we will keep our focus on 

learning and an orderly school environment. Six elementary schools have done this 

successfully, and I expect our fabulous Rolling Hills team to be even more exceptional 

throughout the process. Let’s focus on this construction challenge with the end in mind!
