Urgent Budget Alert: Your immediate action is needed  
Governor Schwarzenegger has proposed the largest reduction to education funding in 

California history.  The legislature has already voted on the cuts to the current year 

budget, but the most worrisome cuts are those proposed to the 2008-09 budget             

($4.4 billion compared to $500 million).  PUSD alone is facing a $15.5 million budget cut. 

Some of the effects of this cut in spending will most likely include increased class sizes at 

most grade levels, loss of reading specialists, fewer counselors, diminished support ser-

vices (facilities management and operations), reduced classroom supply and copy budgets, 

and elimination of transportation (think field trips!) For more information regarding the 

budget crisis and what it means to our school district, please visit the PUSD web site at 

www.powayusd.com. Urge your legislators to protect our children from these devastating 

cuts. At the state and local levels, the PTA is joining efforts with school districts to protest 

these budget cuts. The PTA sent home form letters for our local legislators last week. Ad-

ditional form letters can be found on the Rolling Hills PTA web page

(www.rollinghillspta.org - under Legislative Advocacy) or at the Ninth District PTA page 

(www.NinthDistrictPTA.org).  You are urged to complete these letters and return them to 

the PTA via the school office no later than March 28, 2008. The PTA will take responsi-

bility for collecting the letters and transmitting them to our legislators on your behalf. Let-

ters can also be faxed directly to local legislators. Pass on the information to whomever 

you can and ask them to do the same and to support our children's educational future!
