attendance rates matter

Many of you have asked how you can help our school in light of the devastating state
budget cuts. One of the best ways everyone can help is by sending their children to
school every day. Daily attendance boosts academic achievement for students, and it is
the major source of much needed school funding.

Because California determines the amount of income each school district receives
based on a formula that includes the average number of students who attend school dur-
ing the year, high attendance rates make a real difference.

Please schedule medical and dental appointments for your children at the end of the
school day; plan vacations during non-school days only; and make sure your children go
to school every day unless they are ill.

It is important to note that the rules of attendance calculations have changed from
years ago. There are no longer any
concerned. The only way a student can be considered not absent is to be physically at
school on a given day.

Did you know that if every child in PUSD attends school for just one more day dur-
ing the year, funding for the school district would increase by $1 million?
