Library Media Technician  

 
This week we report on a conversation with an-

other very important member of the support staff, 

our librarian, Gayle Case. We learn that Gayle 

takes on numerous responsibilities. 

Puma Tracks: Gayle, thanks for taking time to 

give us an idea of the many jobs you perform as 

Library Media Technician. How long have you 

been in the field and what is your background? 

Gayle Case: I have a degree in genetics and, be-

fore children, I worked as a Research Associate in 

the Developmental Biology Laboratory at the Salk 

Institute. I stayed home while my two boys were 

growing up and started to volunteer in the library 

when they both attended Rolling Hills. I also vol-

unteered over a 10 year period in the libraries at 

Morning Creek Elementary, Black Mountain Middle School and Mount Carmel High 

School where I was asked to be a substitute. I had only been on the substitute list for a 

few months when I was called to substitute at Rolling Hills. When the previous librar-

ian left, the teachers here encouraged me to apply for the posted position and I have 

been the Library Media Technician for two years. 

PT: Library Media Technician seems to infer that you work with more than just books.  

GC: That’s correct. Apart from the 18,000 books that we have here, I manage videos, 

CDs and DVDs and ensure they are available to the teachers. So our facility is a Learn-

ing Resource Center. In managing the LRC, we are very fortunate in having the worldôs 

best library helpers; fourth graders who spend some of their recess time shelving 

books. 

PT: What are your main responsibilities? 

GC: I see them as encouraging our students to make full use of the facilities. In this 

regard I make sure that the half-hour each class has here each week, together with open 

check-out, is enjoyable and rewarding. I sit in my rocking chair and read to them, we 

play games that teach students how to find resources, I use cut-out cars to recognize 

student achievement in reading and I work with the teachers to develop good reading 

habits with the Renaissance Accelerated Reader, (A/R) program.  

I use the PUSD-wide Destiny system to locate and borrow books from other schools 

and of course lend out our books. My son Paul designed the web page for the Rolling 

Hills Destiny catalogue. A-Quan DeShano, one of our parent volunteers, maintains the 

searchable file which is linked from this page. I keep Destiny updated as to A/R infor-

mation so that our catalogue is current and searchable by A/R level or points.  

Another of my responsibilities is to keep our library up to date by identifying books 

that haven’t been read and use the limited funds that become available to purchase new 

books, to replace the popular paperbacks with hard cover volumes and to buy tests so 

that more books can be A/R-categorized.

What can we parents do at home to support all 

the work you do for our kids at school? 

GC: Encourage your child to go on to the school website and 

from there to Destiny Library Catalog and Book Search to 

search for books and to look up A/R books by reading level or 

points.  Support the two Scholastic Book Fairs that the PTA 

sponsors every year. There’s one going on this week! The li-

brary receives valuable book donations based on the level of 

support.                                                                                   

PT: What do you do to relax away from school?                              

GC: I’m on the Mount Carmel High School Band Booster 

Board.
