Puma Tracks sat down in Room 23 with 

Becky after school on Friday, and had a 

very interesting conversation. 

Puma Tracks: Becky, thank you for tak-

ing time to talk with  us after, what must 

have been a busy day at the end of an-

other busy week, teaching thirty energetic 

9-10 year olds. How long have you been 

in the profession?  

Becky Golden: Iôve been teaching for 12 

years, all at Rolling Hills. I started as a 

student teacher in second grade, working 

with Mrs. Sturhann and Mrs. Young, 

among others. My first students are now 

graduating from high school and I have 

the pleasure of occasional contact with 

some of them. 

PT: What other grades have you taught? 

BG: A year with second grade, nine years with 2/3 multi-age and last year I taught 

4/5 grade students. 

PT:  Youôve spent most of your career teaching multi-age classes, how does it com-

pare with single grade instruction? 

BG: Multi-age is a little more challenging as the student population has a wider range 

of maturity and learning capabilities, but at the time I taught the 2/3 multi-age, I was 

part of a multi-age grade level of 3 to 4 classes, so I had the support of my team-

mates.  The younger students were challenged and the older students received benefits 

as well by mentoring their younger classmates.  I also found that having the same 

students for two years was a very rewarding experience. 

PT: What do you like best about teaching?  

BG: Developing a relationship with my students and having a positive impact on their 

lives. This is very fulfilling and I love them coming back to see me after they have 

left my class. 

PT: What do you find most challenging? 

BG: I wish I had more time! More time for teaching the fundamentals and for prepa-

ration.  

PT: How can we parents help? 

BG: Many have the same problem as us: time! Try to reserve more of it by reading 

with the kids, having conversations, giving them experiences that broaden their hori-

zons.
