Puma Tracks sat down in Room 5 with 

Eunice after a busy day teaching kin-

dergarteners, or munchkins as she likes 

to call them, in the morning and con-

ducting reading intervention with first 

and second graders in the afternoon. 

Eunice manages an active website for 

her class, publishers Room 5 News, a 

weekly newsletter to parents and is the 

webmaster of the school website. We 

talked about her love of teaching and 

her career. 

Puma Tracks: Eunice, thanks for spar-

ing time after a full day of teaching. 

You still have boundless energy! How 

long have you been in the profession? 

Eunice Cupples: Iôve been teaching 

grades K-5 for 25 years in Los Angeles, 

Santa Monica, Albuquerque, NM and 

have taught for the last 11 years at Roll-

ing Hills. I am a credentialed Special Education teacher and have spent some of 

my career teaching Special Ed. students whose ages ranged from 3 to 21 and who 

had a wide range of physical and mental disabilities. 

PT: You certainly have broad and diverse teaching experience that must require 

additional patience.  

EC: Yes. I found that Special Ed. students first approached me as an enemy. It 

took at least two years in some cases to become an ally and then a protector and to 

form a total bond. I have been fortunate to have been able to alternate between 

General and Special Ed. and this has enabled me to calibrate life skills and has 

given me a heightened appreciation of what General Ed. students have.  

PT: What do you like best about teaching?  

EC: Very simply: unconditional love! 

PT: What do you find most challenging? 

EC: Youôll probably hear this from most teachers these days: I wish I had more 

time for teaching the fundamentals and for preparation.  

PT: How can we parents help? 

EC: Make every minute count. Engage in conversation. Encourage inquiry and 

analytical thinking: throw the question back to your child and help him/her deduce 

the answer. 

PT: Do you have time for outside interests? 

EC: I love to travel when the opportunity affords and I love to cook. I would like 

to visit Hong Kong, my country of birth, Thailand and Mainland China. My 

mother and brother are certified chefs and I spend a good part of my spare time 

cooking. 

PT: Thank you Eunice, your munchkins are indeed fortunate to have another of 

Rolling Hillsô outstanding teachers.
